Main Ideas to Remember

Cattle ranchers sent cattle to the north and east because they could sell them for more money

· Supply is how much someone is willing to sell an item for and Demand is how much someone is willing to buy an item for

· When supply increases the price decreases

· When demand increases the price increases

· Barbed wire and the addition of railheads led to the end of the cattle drives

·  A monopoly is when a company has no competition

· Standard Oil, owned by John D. Rockefeller, was a monopoly because he began buying other smaller companies 

· Factory work was dangerous

· Labor unions wanted to help workers by reducing work hours, ending children working, and increasing pay

· Immigrants would work for low pay and Americans didn’t like immigrants because they were afraid they would lose their jobs

· Inventions allowed business to make more goods in less time

· Asian immigrants face more prejudice than European immigrants

· Rapid transit moved people around cities quickly
· Alaska and Hawaii became US territories and the Philippines, Guam, and Puerto Rico became territories after the Spanish-American War

· Andrew Carnegie was the largest steel producer in the US

· Samuel Gompers was the president of the AFL- a labor union

· People immigrated to the US to have a better life, leave persecution, and find better jobs
